AREAS OF COMPETITON

Formal Attire

Formal Wear/ Gown: Contestants in 1st Grade and higher will model
a full-length pageant or prom gown of their choice. Contestants in
Pre-School, Pre-K & K may wear short or long dresses. Judges will be
looking for a naturally beautiful queen with lots of grace, elegance,
and lots of personality.

Makeup

We are not a glitz pageant system.

For contestants in fourth grade and under, we are looking for a
naturally polished queen. Makeup should be kept light for interview.
(Blush, powder, mascara, and lip gloss are permitted.). Contestants
may wear full makeup for on-stage competitions. Judges will be
made aware of these rules and will deduct accordingly.

For contestants in fifth grade and over, full make-up, pageant
hairstyles, and sparkle are allowed. Judges will be looking for a
naturally beautiful, confident, and well-put-together queen. You do
not need pageant experience to participate!




AREAS OF COMPETITON

Interview - required for Young Miss and Up

Contestants will meet with the judges for a panel-style interview.
‘There are no right or wrong answers. No political or controversial
questions will be asked. Judges are just trying to get to know you
better.

Attire: Contestants may wear an interview dress or jumpsuit.

Introduction/Opening Production - required for Young Miss and Up

Contestants will perform in the opening number production and
will give a personal introduction. A short, pink cocktail
dress is required.
